1)   Time and space can be distorted in many ways throughout editing.  First of all you have the montage, which can show many images from different times together.  This can make the viewer not sure what is happening and lose sense of time.  There is also the Jump cut which keeps the same angle but jumps do a different moment in time.  Cross cutting helps to preserve time and keep it happening all at the same time.  

Editing can keep time and space more constant by having excess junk removed.  If you wanted to make it a full shot when a man is sitting and edit to a close up when he is standing.  You wouldn’t want to have a full shot of him sitting then standing them all of a sudden a shot if him in close up sitting then standing.  With out cross cutting you would see scenes let’s imagine a battle taking place on land.  You would have to see the whole battle on land.  Now if you wanted to see a battle in the air it would look like it took place after the land battle even though in the land battle you saw the airplanes fighting.  
4) In the Mood for Love’s visual abidance helped set the mood and feeling of the film.  In this film you had a reddish-orange tone through out the entire film.  Red is often referred as the color of love.  The outdoor scenes seemed to have a kind of soft glow that made it more friendly and not as harsh as it would have been with out it (with its dark shadows, it was usually night).  

It seemed to be always raining.  This helped to symbolize the sadness felt by the two people as their spouses went off to have their affairs.  At the very end at the temple, with its scenery showing the beauty of life.
6) Deep focus and a moving camera gives the viewer the option of what to look at.  When you cut from one image to another it doesn’t seem quite as smooth and forces the viewer to focus on that one image.
7) The set design is what the people see when watching a movie.  If the movie is  placed in the 1950’s and you see a 2004 car drive by it spoils the movie and ruins the atmosphere.  Set design also sets the mood of how a scene is seen.  Long shadows and darkness every where gives the viewer an eerie feeling.
8) The “New Wave” brought on the time on the directors voice.  How the movie looks and feels.  So not all movies are just showing movies all in the same way.  Also added ideas of filming on locale, experimentation, simple editing procedures, references to earlier films, and an emphasis on the absurd.
9) What they write isn’t meant for the pubic to read.  They have a target audience for which it is written.  They write it so the target audience can read and interoperate it into what the writer had in mind.

10) Telephoto lenses have a focal length greater than 200mm have the effect of flatting out the planes in the frame while bringing in more closely the primary subject.  Wide angle lenses have a much smaller focal length (< 20 mm) and will distort depth relationship and exaggerate an image.

11) The music score in Psycho Emphasizes Climax.  When the girl gets killed in the shower you have the well known music.  
12) In Chinatown a few elements of Film Noir are, The darkness of the shots, they cast a lot of shadows.  It shows the more ‘sadistic sides’ of humanity with Faye Dunaway’s character.

13) A thematic montage is a montage, a series of cuts superimposed on one another, which is not cut to continuity. 
14) A jump cut is a sudden cut to a later moment without changing the camera angle.

15) Wild walls are walls of a room that can easily be removed to accommodate the large area needed for a camera and crew.

16) A voiceover is the expository method of having a voice, independent from the image of the person speaking, give explanation or comment on the events being seen on the screen.

17) Cross cutting is an editing technique of selecting shots, cutting back and forth between actions taking place at two or more locations.  This usually implies that the events are happening at the same time.
