Bill for Extra-Credit Projects

Providing for consideration of the bill (H.R. _) is to directly create the projects optional extra-credit assignments. 

Resolved, That at immediately after the adoption of this resolution, all of the projects that Mr. Shelley has assigned to his 1st, 2nd, and 4th hour classes will become optional and worth extra-credit points.  Extra Credit is defined as the points that the assignment is worth added to the earned points of the person, whom decided to do the optional assignment, and leaves the total possible earned points the same.  As of now, only three projects are assigned, these include Participating if Government (where you track a local, and national topic then write letters, and attend board meetings, school and city), the video project (where you research core democratic values and make movies based on what you did), and the newest project the project (where you read 2 books and summarize them, etc).  This also affects all future projects and makes them extra credit.  All projects are worth 50 points extra credit and are all optional.
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
